Development under Emergency Circumstances 
 
The Alaska State Board of Education and Early Development will hold a special board 
work session on March 25, 2020, under emergency circumstances. The purpose of the 
meeting is to receive an update from Commissioner Dr. Michael Johnson on department 
activity relating to the COVID-19 virus. This board update is necessary in light of 
Governor Dunleavy’s public health disaster emergency declaration of March 11, 2020, 
and the public health mandates relating to public education that have been issued by 
Governor Dunleavy since then.
