What is Farm to School?

Farm to School is a direct education intervention designed to improve access to local foods in childcare and school settings and provides education opportunities that encourage healthy eating behaviors. Farm to School programs empower children and their families to make informed food choices while strengthening the local economy and contributing to their communities by tailoring their program to the unique needs of their students.  
General Information and Program Overview

Farm to school grantees can customize their program to best serve their children and students. This can include incorporating school gardens, hydroponic systems indoors, buying from local producers, etc. Anything that encourages buying local and/or enhances a student’s knowledge of nutrition and where their food comes from.
If you are currently participating in a similar, or the same, grant project you must have a new or altered objective, which demonstrates new development within the project. 
Funds cannot be spent prior to award notification; receipts must be dated after award notification.

The Farm to School Grant program will not provide funding for individual salaries.

No more than half of the funds requested can go towards travel costs (such costs may be incurred through field trips to see various fresh Alaskan products). 

Grantees will be awarded between $500 and $1,000 per site for their targeted programs. Applications are due on April 30, 2022.    
Farm to School objectives and goals: 

· Increase the consumption of nutritious foods among students. 
· Increase the knowledge of where foods come from among students. Including but not limited to, creating outside or hydroponic gardens for students to participate in growing their own fruits and vegetables.  
· Create sustainable alternatives to purchasing food from outside sources. Including but not limited to, working to get more local farmers, producers and/or fish processors around your area to participate in Farm to School Programs.
